Tomorrow (Wednesday 14 February) is
Ash Wednesday. This is the beginning of Lent. Lent lasts for forty day and finishes on Good Friday at Easter time.
It is a period of reflection and a time for fasting from food and festivities.

It symbolises the days which lead up to Jesus' crucifixion and resurrection, when Christ spent 40 days and nights alone in the Judean
Desert being tempted by Satan. We are celebrating the start of Lent with a School Mass on Ash Wednesday. This takes place tomor-
row at 10.00 am in the Church. We would love to see as many families and friends as possible.

Ash Wednesday is considered a day to cleanse the soul before Lent begins. We will have ashes placed on our forehead in the sign of a
