Upcoming Strike  -  Wednesday, August 15th  
Primary School teachers and principals have voted in favour of a three-hour work stoppage on 15 August,  

and are now discussing whether to extend the strike to a full day.  
There are significant issues facing education, including a growing teacher shortage, stress and workload problems, and under-
resourcing.  Principals and teachers had asked for more time to teach and lead, more support for children with additional learn-

ing needs and a pay jolt to stem the teacher shortage. Instead, the vast majority of teachers (about 86%) are being offered a 
pay rise ranging from about 2.2-2.6% a year for three years, and just 12 minutes extra a week of time to work individually with 

children or plan and assess learning. Primary teachers have not taken industrial action in New Zealand since 1994 and the fact 
that we are taking such a step shows the grave concerns we have for the future of quality public education.   

We are asking you to support our teaching staff.   
We will let you know asap whether it is for half a day or a full day with all details.
